Profile of Amitabh Singhal

He is a Founder and former President of Internet Service Providers Association of India. He continues to be associated with ISPAI, since its formal inception in 1997-98 and before its predecessor Email Service Providers Association since 1994. Various policy and regulatory achievements including, amongst others, helping the Government to write key elements of the ISP policy, opening up Internet for private competition and those that led Indian companies to set up International Gateways and become dominant Bandwidth owners is credited to him. 
Amitabh is also the Founder, Board Member and was the CEO of National Internet Exchange of India (NIXI), Section 25, a Non Profit company. He helped found NIXI as a public private partnership initiative between ISPAI and Deptt of Information Technology, Government of India. After working with various companies since 1983, in different capacities, he was finally with GTL Limited, one of the largest Telecom infrastructure company from India, from 1993 to 2006, where the last position he held was that Sr. Vice President- Corporate Affairs.
